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Principal’'s message
‘Every child can learn and succeed’. Based on this belief, our school,
for years, has been striving to devise and develop a series of teaching
and learning strategies which assist students to explore and achieve.
We tailor-make school-based curriculum with achievable objectives
to address the different abilities and needs in the classroom, train up
students’ generic skills, and seek to fully unleash their potential as well
as to further boost their self-confidence. In recent years, e-learning
and cooperative learning have been promoted and implemented. It is
believed that these new modes of teaching can enhance interactions
and collaborations and facilitate self-directed learning.
After years of concerted effort, we are reaping encouraging results. In
the S1 Central Allocation, the number of Band 1 and Band 2 students
admitted to our school has been increasing steadily in recent years.
A 10% rise is reported this year compared to last year. Also, the
outstanding HKDSE results of our students are another indicator of our
progress. In 2015, a total of 32 students were admitted to a university
in a degree programme. Ka Yu CHAN from 6B has been admitted
to the Department of Statistics and Actuarial Science of the Chinese
University of Hong Kong (CUHK) with an admission score of 38, and
Jinghang SU from 6B has been admitted to the Faculty of Engineering
of the University of Hong Kong (HKU) with an admission score of 37.
Some of our students are admitted to other degree programmes, for
example, the Faculty of Science of the Hong Kong University of Science
and Technology, the Faculty of Engineering of the CUHK, the Faculty
of Science of the CUHK and the Department of Electronic Engineering
of the City University of Hong Kong. Some study overseas in Taiwan,
mainland China and other countries for a degree programme. The
outstanding academic performance of our students is surely the result
of our teachers’ hard work and dedication and, simultaneously, a
motivating force for them to seek excellence in the future.
Of equal importance is our emphasis on facilitating students’ whole
person development and helping them explore their specialty in different
fields. We organize diversified training activities for them. It is hoped
that this can equip them with life-long skills, help them stretch their
potential and excel in territory-wide and even international competitions.
Last year, 399 students were awarded in the academic fields and 107
students in the non-academic fields. In the past two years, our students
were honoured to receive over 60 awards in various international
invention competitions, including 10 gold medals, 5 silver medals, 11
bronze medals and 34 special awards. These awards are recognition
and appreciation of our students. They also pave the way for their
promising future.
In the coming years, ‘Intensifying students’ eagerness to learn’,
‘Developing students’ moral and civic values’ and ‘Creating a home-
like environment to students’ are the three main concerns of our school.
Therefore, it is our target to enhance students’ academic performance,
nurture their moral and civic values and strengthen their sense of
belongingness towards our school. We strongly believe that our team
of enthusiastic and professional teachers, imbued with the ‘Yan Chai
Spirit’, will nurture students who are confident and willing to take
initiative and ultimately, journey into the world and contribute to society
in a positive and productive way.
